5:30  Flags and percussion pack equipment and load trailer; Store instruments in cases & load 

under bus; USE RESTROOM; ALL Half Dress (Show shirt-uniform pants-black socks-shoes); Load 

Hat Box-Garment & Shoe Bag, Change of Clothes, lunch, beverage, personal items on bus  

6:00 Leave OCHS; eat a snack or lunch en route 
7:00  Arrive at UW-Whitewater; buses & equip vehicles enter from Starin Rd. & Park in area TBD 

at check-in; Get hand stamp; finish dressing; unload instrument; DO NOT PLAY!
